Gilbert Davidson - Featured Speaker

Marana Town Manager Gilbert Davidson is the featured speaker at the
Dove Mountain Civic Group meeting Feb. 8th at 7 p.m. at the Heritage
Highlands Clubhouse.

Among Davidson's subjects will be the 2012 Accenture Match Play
Championship and the Town's Strategic Plan update.

The Match Play returns to Marana Feb. 20-26 at the Ritz-Carlton, Dove
Mountain. PGA TOUR officials plan many changes, including improved
spectator parking closer to event gates, ticket specials and better
access to players on the final day of competition.

The Town's Strategic Plan, originally adopted in early 2009, is
undergoing an update to make it more relevant as Marana grows and
moves forward. The plan is widely used to guide Town decisions, most
notably during the budget process. The Strategic Plan's five focus
areas - commerce, community, heritage, progress/innovation and
recreation - remain the same.

Davidson will take questions after his presentation. So please join your
neighbors and take advantage of this opportunity to learn more about
what's going on in your town.

2012 Financial Issues

The Dove Mountain Civic Group (DMCG) checking account balance at
the end of December 2011 was $71.49. This is the lowest balance we
have had in the last five years. DMCG is financially supported by
volunteer contributions.

It costs $16.80 per month to subscribe to the service that sends the 470
email newsletters to our membership (3.5 cents per member). That
amount per month is significantly less than the cost of mailing.
However, with only two meetings scheduled in spring of 2012, it may
not be possible to get enough donations to continue the newsletter.

The DMCG web site costs about $50.00 per year for its hosting. The
2012 estimated cost to keep the DMCG Newsletter and Web Site going
is around $250.00.

The Executive Committee will meet in January to discuss the future of
the DMCG and its value of keeping Dove Mountain Residents informed.
